1.1 Introduction

This template is provided for the preparation of an abstract submitted to the EUCOMARE-2021 conference event. After the review process, you will be notified of the acceptance of your manuscript and a full paper will be asked.  The accepted full paper will be published on a Springer-Edition proceeding as long as it is revised and received on time and corresponds to the guidelines. Abstracts are restricted to two (2) pages. The first one should contain the title, the authors with their affiliations, and the main body of the text. The second page is optional and can include only illustrations and tables of the approach or of preliminary results.
1.2 General Instructions

The abstract should have the following structure: 

1. Title of the contribution

2. Authors and affiliation 

3. Keywords (6-8 words)

4. Main body of text (1 page max)

5. Illustrations (1 page max, optional)
6. References (optional)

1.3 Page format

The abstract must be compiled in one column for the Title and in two columns for all subsequent text. All text should be single-spaced with left and right justified typing.
1.4 Length and Font

The font type Times New Roman with a size of nine (9) points is to be used. The abstracts are limited to a length of two (02) pages (A4 size), including Title, affiliations, Keywords, main body, figures, tables and references.

2. TITLE AND ABSTRACT BLOCK

2.1 Title
The title has to be centered in bold capital letters, at the top of the first page of the paper with a size of twelve (14) points. 

2.2 Key Words
Type "KEY WORDS:" in bold capital letters, followed by 6-8 key words.

3. MAIN BODY OF TEXT
The abstract should provide information about a new approach. There is therefore no specific ratio between the presentation of the method and that of the results.
3.1 Headings

Only two levels of headings should be numbered. Lower level headings remain unnumbered; they are formatted as run-in headings. The contribution should contain no more than four levels of headings. The following Table 2 gives a summary of all heading levels.
